in Lillian Pitt's sculpture of
a full-scale salmon-drying rack,
crafted in the tradition of the
Columbia River Plateau peoples.

The sculpture is one of more
than 30 pieces by the acclaimed
Oregon artist that are on display
in “Building on the Frames of
My Ancestors,” at the Oregon
Historical Society through
March 31.

“Pieces in the show speak
about my ancestors
... the petroglyphs
and pictographs,
the land, animals
and salmon, all of which are integral to who
I am, a River Person,"” Pitt says.

Salmon-drying racks; ceramic and cast-bronze
masks; wood and ceramic totem figures; and
intaglio prints based on petroglyph images are
among the recurring themes of the show.

As a young artist, Pitt—who grew up on the
Warm Springs Reservation in central Oregon

Petroglyphs inspired this intaglio by renowned
Oregon artist Lillian Pitt. expert in the Japanese
Raku and Anagama
ceramics firing techniques. She later became
skilled in intaglio printed works on paper, and in
working with precious metals and textiles.

Pitt says she wants her work to keep the
history of her people alive and encourage a cul-
tural balance between living in the present and
preserving the past.
